These profiles which present data on place of death and cause of death, by age and sex, for each Local Authority in England and are designed to make it easy to compare statistics across Local Authority areas.

Population Turnover Rates are now available on the system at Middle Super Output Area (MSOA) Level for 2009. Population Turnover Rates are calculated as the rate of in- or out-migratory moves within England and Wales per 1,000 resident population. A migrant in this context is a person whose postcode of address on June 30 is different from their postcode one year previously.
